The NSCAD Art Factory was developed
by Leesa Hamilton, Education and
Community Outreach Consultant and
Catherine Allen, Manager NSCAD
Extended Studies. The goal of the
program is 1o 'enhance art education’
to at-risk, marginalized and under-
represented populations while providing
valuable, cultural sector employment
opportunities, training and community
engagement opportunities to NSCAD
Students,

Embed and Embodly is NSCAD Art
Factory project in collaboration with
Nocturmne Noisemakers and ISANS
(Immigrant Services Association of Nova
Scotia).

For eleven weeks, 10 youth from the
Halifax newcomer community worked with

professiond artists and NSCAD student
facilitators in an investigation of self-
expression through material exploration.

Artist participants were guided through
a process of identifying personal images
and text. These personal themes

were then used as the basis to design
fabric and further explored in metal and
concrete creating unique jewelry pieces.
Each week participants explored new
technigues; mold making, carving and
stamping into metal and concrete and

rubber, sewing and garment construction.,

They also experimented with surface
design using spray paint, embroidery and
screen printing.

The resulting fashion and jewellery pieces
reflect their individual stories as wearable
art, Both the creation process and final
pieces were photo documented by
Wiebke Schroeder.

contents
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Artist  participants were guided through a
process of identifying personal images and
text. They were asked to tell their story looking
at past present and future selves. Participants
also collected images to present a seff-portratt.
Participants were also guided through question
and answer word generation exercises.

These personal narratives became the basis
for fabric and jewellery designs.

MOOd Doards
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Using Iinocut and creating wire words
participants explored how to create tangible
objects and pattems from their initial thoughts
and ideas. They carved and created

images in Iino block and were taught how to
manipulate wire into words and images.

These designs would become the images for
their digitally printed fabric.

design development
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Introduction to sewing

Participants were guided through a series
tote bag making workshops. Here they
leamed how to follow a pattemn thread a
machine, insert bobbin, safe + accurate
sewing and how to apply a pocket. They
aso  expermented  with  applique  and
various  stitching  technigues  using  both
domestic machines and industrial sergers.

tote ags
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Concrete Gems and Graffiti jewellery

This series of workshops demonstrated both
traditional and experimental jewellery making
technigues.

Participants learned how 1o translate their
designs inti three-dimentional form  through
carnving foam, engraving concrete  and
applying colour with pastels and spray paint.
Creating bold colourful jewellery objects,

They also leamed traditional techniques like
plercing and metal stamping, using text to
express ideas.

lewellery exploration
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Screen printing (also known as Sikscreen or
Serigraphy)

Participants were engaged in a master class
on screen printing taught by artist Leslie
Managh. They leamed how to create pattemn
on fabric by creating stencis and other
masking techniques on an open screen.
Through demos and visual examples students
wil be encouraged to think about layering,
ink opacity, and block out techniques while
experimenting with personalized images and
text.
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screen prin
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‘Nka Feldman uses salvaged materials
and hand-work to investigate actions of
deconstructing and reconstructing, utiizing
process as ritual.”

For the Embed and Embody Art Factory
program, Nika taught a master class on
embroidery and beading.  Artist participants
were encouraged to experment with the many
hand sewing technigues in order to provide
embelishment to their sewn garments.

embroldery & beading
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Building on the techniques leamed in the intro
o sewing workshop participants were guided
through the necessary steps to sew their
own garments with their persondlized  digitally
printed fabric,

garment construction
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Wearing their final projects both garments and
jewellery, participants had personal portraiture
sessions  with  photographer  Wiebke
Schroeder. The portraits were then printed life
sized as part of the final Emlbed and Embody
exhibition.

~ortralts
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The Embed and Embody exhibiion was
a colection of work based on a jouney of
self-expression through materlal exploration
in textiles and jewellery. Workshops were led
by NSCAD student faclitators in partnership
with new community members from ISANS,
the resulting fashion and jewellery pieces
reflect individual storles translated into physical
form. This exhibition uses photo as a tool
for composition bringing together the artist/
maker/story teller with their wearable pieces.

The exhibiion was held at The Anna
Leonowens Gallery during Noctume:  Art
at Night, an annual city-wide art festival that
engages the Halifax community showcasing
local visual artists.
